A Inspect Your Machine

Check your machine before starting it. Keep guards in place and in working order. Make sure all nuts, bolts, etc.,
are securely tightened.

Regularly check to see that keys and adjusting wrenches are removed from the machine area before starting it. A
wrench or a key that is left attached to a rotating part of the machine may result in personal injury.

If the machine should start to vibrate abnormally, stop the engine and check immediately for the cause. Vibration
is generally a warning sign of trouble.

Avoid accidental starting. Be sure the engine’s switch is off before transporting the machine or performing any
maintenance or service on the unit.

*  ALWAYS fuel and de-fuel in a well ventilated area outside of buildings. Use a funnel to add fuel, only outdoors.

* When de-fuelling ALWAYS use a proper fuel retriever.

* Never overfill the fuel tank. Engine heat can cause fuel to expand, never fill the tank to more than /2" below
the bottom of the filler neck. This will provide space for fuel expansion.

*  When refilling or draining the fuel tank, use an approved fuel storage container while in a clean, well-ventilated
outdoor area. While adding fuel or operating the unit, do not smoke, and stay away from sparks, open flames,
or other sources of ignition near the area of operation.

*  Always stop the engine and allow it to cool before filling the fuel tank. Never remove the cap of the fuel tank or
add fuel while the engine is running or when the engine is hot.

* Loosen the fuel tank cap slowly to relieve any pressure in the tank.
*  ALWAYS keep the handles dry, clean and free of oil and fuel.
*  After fueling, ensure to tighten the cap securely.

*  Never use the lock-function when filling with fuel.

Storage

*  Store fuel in containers specifically designed and approved for fuel storage.
*  Store fuel in a cool, well-ventilated area, safely away from sparks, open flames, or other sources of ignition.

* Neverstore fuel or a machine with fuel in the tank  inside a building where fumes may reach a spark, open
flame, or any other source of ignition (such as a water heater, furnace, or clothes dryer). Allow the engine to
cool before storing in any enclosure.

*  Replace all fuel tank and container caps securely and wipe up spilled fuel. Never operate the unit without the
fuel cap securely in place.

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Feature Descriptions

A - Safety Shut Off — This is used to turn the machine off in emergencies.
B - Inlet Chute — This is where the material is put into the machine.

C - Wheels — Used to manoeuvre the machine.

D — Battery — This supplies the machine with power for the Electric Start.
E — Leg Stand — Provides support for the machine to stand independently

F — Tow Hook and Chain. These are used to secure the machine to a
tow bar, and safely secure the machine to a location.

G - Engine — Powers the blades of the machine.
H - Outlet Chute — This is where the material is expelled.

I — Outlet Guide — Used to change the vertical direction of the expelled
material.

J — Outlet Chute Direction Swivel — Used to change the horizontal
direction of the expelled material.

K - Exhaust — Expels the exhaust gases from the engine.

L — Engine Controls and Air Filter — These levels control the machines
carburettor, changes the machine engine speed. The Air filter ensure the
ensure only breathes clean air.

N - Fuel Tank
M — Recoill Starter

O - Outlet chute switch. This detects if the chute is open or closed
during operation. It prevents the machine running whilst the outlet chute
Is open.

Oil Level

Check Engine Oil Level Check the engine oil level with the engine stopped and in a level position.

> Remove the oil filler cap/dipstick and wipe it clean.

> Insert and remove the dipstick without screwing it into the filler neck. Check the oil level shown on the dipstick.
> Ifthe oil level is low, fill to the edge of the oil filler hole with the recommended oil .

> Screw in the oil filler cap/dipstick securely.

A dirty air filter will restrict air flow to the carburettor, reducing engine

WARNING! Operating the engine without an air filter, or with
a damaged air filter, will allow dirt to enter the engine,
causing rapid engine wear. This type of damage is not covered
by the Distributor’s Limited Warranty.
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Check Fuel Level

With the engine off and on a level surface, remove the fuel tank cap and check the fuel level. You will be able to see
the fuel through the fuel strainer. Refill the tank if you can cannot see any fuel in the strainer. After refuelling, tighten

the fuel tank cap securely.
Always use a funnel or Fuel Bottle with a Flexible spout like shown below

APetrol/Gasoline is highly flammable, volatile and corrosive. You can be burned or seriously
injured when handling fuel.

ANEVER fill above the Maximum Fuel Level.

Standard E10 and E5 are both suitable for use with this machine

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Maintenance

Importance of Maintenance

Good maintenance is essential for safe, economical, and trouble-free operation. It will also help reduce air pollution.

Improperly maintaining this machine, or failing to correct a problem before operation, can cause a malfunction in
which you can be seriously hurt or killed

Always follow the inspection and maintenance recommendations and schedules in this owner’s manual.

To help you properly care for your machine, the following pages include a maintenance schedule, routine inspection
procedures, and simple maintenance procedures using basic hand tools. Other service tasks that are more difficult,
or require special tools, are best handled by professionals and are normally performed by a technician or other
qualified mechanic.

The maintenance schedule applies to normal operating conditions. If you operate your machine under severe
conditions, such as sustained high-load or high-temperature operation, or use in unusually wet or dusty conditions,
consult your servicing dealer for recommendations applicable to your individual needs and use.

Remember that your servicing dealer knows your machine best and is fully equipped to maintain and repair it.

To ensure the best quality and reliability, use only new, genuine parts or their equivalents for repair and
replacement.

Maintenance, replacement, or repair of emission control devices and systems may be performed by any engine
repair establishment or individual, using parts that are “certified” to EPA standards.

MAINTENANCE SAFETY
