A\ Understand Your Machine

* WARNING! You must read these instructions carefully before operating the
machine. Make sure that you are familiar with the controls and properly operate
the machine. You must learn how to stop the machine quickly. If you do not follow
the warnings and instructions, it may result in fire and/or serious injury. Make sure to
save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

* Read this manual and labels affixed to the machine to understand its limitations
and potential hazards.

* Be thoroughly familiar with the controls and their proper operation. Know how to
stop the machine and disengage the controls quickly.

* If the unit is to be used by someone other than original purchaser, oris to be
loaned, rented, or sold, always provide this manual and any needed safety
training before operation. The user can prevent and is responsible for accidents or
injuries that may occur to themselves, to other people, or to property.

* Do not force the machine beyond its limits. Use the correct machine for your
application.

* Know how to stop the machine quickly in case of emergency. Understand the
use of all conftrols.

Wearing rubber boots offers some protection.

A\ Double-Insulated Appliances

A\Vibrations (Where Applicable)

* Prolonged use of hand held (operated) machines will cause the user to feel the
effects of/from vibrations.

A\ 'ntended Use

The HYP2HTSS50E is an electric 2 in 1 hedge tfrimmer from HYUNDAI. The HYP2HTS50E
has a blade length of 480mm; with a maximum cutting capacity of 20mm,
powered by a 550W HYUNDAI motor. In Pole Configuration it can provide and
extra 2.6m reach.

This machine is a garden tool and precisely a pedestrian controlled hedge
tfrimmer. The machine is manufactured according to the latest safety
requirements. Every precaution is only effective when it is followed exactly.

Intended Use
This machine was designed and manufactured for frimming hedges, bushes and
shrubs.

User Types
This machine is intended for use by consumers, i.e. non professional operators. The
machine is intfended for “DIY" and domestic use only.

Improper Use
Any other usage not in keeping with the above mentioned may be hazardous and
harm persons and/or cause damage.
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Safety Information

A\ Personal Protective Equipment

Cord Management

This step is essential for the health of the power cord. Sharp and sudden pulling of
the cord can cause damage to the gland. Securing the cord as shown will prevent
such damage. This step applies to both handheld and pole configurations.

1. Create a loop with the cord close to the trimmer head.

2. Pass the loop through the hole in the handle, over the Cable Hook (L), and give it
a gentle pull to test.

The machine is now ready to be used in either configuration.

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Cutting A Hedge

A When operating the hedge trimmer, keep the extension cord behind the
frimmer. Never drape it over the hedge being trimmed.

1. Cut and remove branches exceeding the cutting capacity of this product using
a proper pruner before operation.

2. Always hold the product firmly with both hands on the front handle and rear
handle. Never operate this product using only one hand.

3. Do not rush and do not attempt to cut too much with one stroke of the cutting
device.

4. First cut both sides from the bottom cutting upwards to the top. This will prevent
any of the cuttings falling into the path of the area still to be cut. See image 1.

5. After cutting the sides proceed to the top. Try to keep the cutting device angled
at approximately 15° to the cutting surface. See image 2.

6. When cutting wide hedges with the cutting area in sight, move the cutting
blade lightly through the cutting surface in a sweeping motion, following the
shape of the hedge or shrub. A slight tilt downwards of the cutting blade in the
direction of motion is recommended for optimum cutting performance.

7. Cutin a number of stages if the area being cut is particularly long to achieve a
better result; smaller cuttings will allow for easy composting.

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Choosing The Correct Angle

Make sure you are using the correct angle when working. If you do not angle the
head correctly, you will not be able to see what you are cutting.

You can use the -20° angle to cut low You can use the 0° angle to cut the
hedges and shrubs near the ground. sides of hedges in a sweeping motion.

You can use the 20 ° and 40° angle to You can use the 60° angle to cut the
cut the top of hedges. top of tall hedges.
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Maximum Cutting Capacity

The HYP2HTS50E solely a Hedge Trimmer. This machine is only suitable for trimming
Hedges and bushes. It is NOT suitable for use on trees or thicker branch plants. The
Trimmer blades have a Maximum Cutting Capacity of 20mm. Any branches or
stems thicker than 20mm will cause damage to the blades.

Cut thicker branches/stems away with more suitable tools such as hand loppers or
hand saws.

This machine is only suitable to be used in dry conditions, NEVER expose the
machine to rain or wet weather conditions. This will substantially increase the risk of
electric shock.

Pull the Trimmer head away from the Length Extension Collar (P) to extend the pole.

When preferred length has been selected, rotate the upper half toward the Lockn

Cleaning

To clean the body of the machine if required, use a damp cloth and mild soap. DO

Clearing Jams

When trimming, pieces of debris from the hedge can become lodged between the
blades, causing the machine to stop. To clear the obstruction put the machine down
on a level surface, with the power supply switch off. Clear the jom and proceed with
operation

Blade Lubrication

Firstly remmove any debris from the blades. Keeping away from the body of the machine,
apply light machine oil or similar to the parts which make contact.

Blade Damage

If whilst trimming you hit any wire fences, stone posts etc. damage will occur to the
blades, such as nicks or gauges. If the damage does not interfere with the motion of
the blades, no action is required. If there is interference, using a file or sharpening
stone/block, reduce the size of the nick/gauge. If damage is unmaintainable, please
contact us.
