Understand Your Machine
• WARNING! You must read these instructions carefully before operating the 
machine. Make sure that you are familiar with the controls and properly operate 
the machine. You must learn how to stop the machine quickly. If you do not follow 
the warnings and instructions, it may result in fire and/or serious injury. Make sure to 
save all warnings and instructions for future reference.
• Read this manual and labels affixed to the machine to understand its limitations 
and potential hazards.

• If the unit is to be used by someone other than original purchaser, or is to be 
loaned, rented, or sold, always provide this manual and any needed safety 
training before operation.

Inspect Your Machine

condition. Replace damaged, missing, or failed parts before using it. Check for fuel 
leaks.

• Do not use the machine if the machine’s switch does not turn off the machine 
when running. Any machine that can’t be controlled with the switch is dangerous 
and must be replaced.
• Regularly check to see that keys and adjusting wrenches are removed from the 
machine area before starting it.

Work Area
• You must only work in daylight or with good artificial light in good visibility 
conditions. Do not work at night, at times of heavy fog, or at any other times when 
your field of vision might be limited and it would be difficult to gain a clear view of 
the area.
• Keep people, children and animals away from the working area.
• Operate on flat, level ground.
• DO NOT work on wet ground. If there has been heavy rain on the working site, 
wait until the ground has dried up.
• Never park the machine in a place with unstable ground which could give way.
• You must be careful near ravines, ditches or embankments.
• Exercise extreme caution when operating on or crossing gravel drives, walks, or 
roads. Stay alert for hidden hazards or traffic.
• Do not work in the rain, when there is a thunderstorm or lightning risk, at times of 
strong or gale force winds, or at any other times when the weather conditions 
might make it unsafe to use this product. If there is bad weather conditions, do not 
use the machine.

During Use
• Do not operate the machine in confined areas where there may be a risk of 
crushing the operator between the machine and another object.
• Never attempt to make any adjustments, while the machine is running.
• You must switch off the machine:

- Before checking or working on the machine.
- When transporting the machine.
- Whenever you leave the machine unattended.
- If the machine starts to vibrate abnormally.

Batteries (Where Present)

Batteries present a risk if they become damaged by the possible leaking of 
electrolyte. This electrolyte is an acid and can cause serious burn injuries. Care 
should be taken when working on or near them. NOTE: the electrolyte may be in a 
liquid or gel form.

Should you come in to contact with electrolyte you should;
• Remove all clothing contaminated with electrolyte. If you cannot remove then 
saturate them in water.
• Get medical assistance as soon as possible.

You must advise the medical staff of the type of acid.
• Lead/acid battery = dilute sulphuric acid.
• Nickel/cadmium = potassium hydroxide alkali electrolyte.
• Use fresh running water to wash off excess electrolyte, continue this until medical 
assistance arrives. Make sure that you do not wash the electrolyte to another part 
of your body or face.
• If electrolyte comes in to contact with Eyes the electrolyte needs to be 
immediately washed away with large amounts of water. Make sure that you do 
not wash the electrolyte to another part of your face or body.
• Gasses from charging batteries are highly flammable and great care should be 
taken to charge in well ventilated areas.

• There is an explosion risk if the battery terminals are short circuited, 
when connecting/disconnecting ALWAYS exercise great care so that 
the terminals or battery leads are NOT allowed to touch and cause a 
spark. ALWAYS use suitable insulated tools.

Electricity (Continued)

• Power tools plug must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. DO

• DO NOT expose this power tool to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power 
tool will increase the risk of electric shock. DO NOT abuse the power cord. Never 
use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the power tool. Keep the cord 
away from heat, oil and sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or entangled 
cords increase the risk of electric shock. When operating a power tool, use an 
extension cord suitable for outdoor use. Use of a cord suitable for outdoor use 
reduces the risk of electric shock.
• IMPORTANT: Make sure that the electric circuit is fused, and that the power, 
voltage and frequency of the motor is supported by your mains supply.

• Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipes, radiators, 
ranges and refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is 
earthed or grounded.
• To prevent electric shock, use only with an extension cord suitable for outdoor
use. For additional protection, the installation of a residual current device (RCD) 
having a rated residual operating current not exceeding 30mA is advisable.
• Before use, check that the extension cord is in good condition. When using an 
extension cord, make sure to use one heavy enough to carry the current your 
product will draw. An undersized cord will cause a drop in line voltage resulting in 
loss of power and overheating.
• Do not allow any part of the machine to make contact with water while it is in
operation. If the appliance becomes wet while turned off, wipe dry before starting.
Do not touch the appliance or its plug with wet hands or while standing in water. 
Wearing rubber boots offers some protection.
• Before use, check the supply and extension cord for signs of damage or aging. If 

the cord becomes damaged during use, disconnect the cord from the supply 
immediately. If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the 
manufacturer or a qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

Vibrations (Where Applicable)

• Prolonged use of hand held (operated) machines will cause the user to feel the effects 
of/from vibrations. These vibrations can lead to white finger (Raynaud’s phenomenon) or 
carpal tunnel syndrome. This condition reduces the ability of the hand to feel and regulate 
temperature, causing numbness and heat sensations and may cause nerve damage and 
circulatory tissue death.
• Not all factors that lead to white finger disease are known, but cold weather, smoking 
and other diseases that affect blood vessels and blood circulation as well as large and 
long-lasting impact of shocks are considered factors in the formation of white finger. Note 
the following to reduce the risk of white finger and carpal tunnel syndrome;
• Wear gloves and keep your hands warm.
• Take regular breaks.
• All of the above precautions may help reduce the risk of white finger disease but not rule 
out the carpal tunnel syndrome. Long-term and regular users are therefore recommended 
to observe the condition of your hands and fingers. Seek medical attention immediately if 
any of the above symptoms should occur.

Noise (Where Applicable)

• The operating noise of the machine can damage your hearing. When wearing 
protection such as earplugs or ear defenders to protect your hearing. Long-term and 
regular users are advised to have hearing checked regularly. Be especially vigilant and 
cautious when wearing ear protection because your ability to hear alarm warnings will be 
reduced.

Residual Risks

Intended Use

The HYSC1532E is a lawn scarifier and aerator from Hyundai, ideally suited for small 
to medium sized lawns. The HYSC1532E has a working width of 320mm and is 
powered by a 1500W motor.

The operator is able to operate the machine and use the main controls, always 
staying behind the handle at a safe distance from the rotating blade. If the 
operator leaves the machine, the motor and cutting means will stop within a few 
seconds.

The scarifier is manufactured according to the latest safety requirements. These 
include the OPC lever which stops the motor wen you let go of the lever. Every 
precaution is only effective when it is followed exactly.

Intended Use
The basic version of the equipment is a scarifier intended for private use, i.e. for use 
in home and gardening environments. The scarifier is designed for ripping moss 
and weeds out of the soil and for loosening the soil. As a result your lawn can 
absorb nutrients better and is cleaned. We recommend you to scarify your lawn in 
the Spring and Autumn.

User Types
This machine is intended for use by consumers, i.e. non professional operators. The 
machine is intended for “DIY” and domestic use only.

Improper Use
Any other usage not in keeping with the above mentioned ones may be 
hazardous and harm persons and/or damage things. Examples of improper use 
may include, but are not limited to:
- Transporting people, children or animals on the scarifier.
- Using the machine to tow or push loads.
- Using the machine for leaf or debris collection.
- Use of the machine by more than one person.
- Using the scarifier on surfaces other than grass.

Personal Protective Equipment

Appropriate Personal Protective Equipment (PPE), MUST be worn at all times when 
operating or repairing the machine.

STEP 1 : Lower Handles

1. Remove the screws in the machine body.

2. Insert the lower handle into the slot of the machine body.

3. Tighten the screw into the machine body to secure the lower handles. Repeat 
on both sides. 

If the screw doesn’t secure the lower handle, ensure you have it the right way 
around, with the small hole facing outward.

4. Secure a middle handle to a lower handle using the bolt and hand nut. Place a 
bolt through the lower and middle handles, then tighten on a hand nut. Repeat 
this on both sides.

STEP 2 : Upper Handle & Switch Module
1. Put the strain-reliever around the upper handle.

2. Attach the upper handle, to the middle handle, secure with bolts and wing 
nuts—refer to PAGE 22.

STEP 2 : Upper Handle & Switch Module (continued)
3. Remove the screws from the rear of the switch module, and separate it from the 
mating part. 

4. Mount the switch module to the upper handle as shown. Ensure the safety button 
is facing upward.

5. From the other side secure the switch module to the mating part with the screws.
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Assembly
STEP 3 : Cable Management
Cable Strain Reliever
1. Create a loop with the cable and pass it through the Strain Reliever.
2. Pass the cable over the hook and gently pull the cable to secure.

Cable Clips
1. Hold the power cable against the machine handle, and place a cable clip over 
it to secure at that location.
2. Repeat this step at another point on the machine handle with the other cable 
clip.
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Assembly
STEP 4 : Collection Box Assembly
1. Pull the collection box mesh over the frame. Secure the longest clips (top and 
bottom) to the rails of the frame. 

2. Secure the 3 smaller clips to the side rails of the frame, make sure this is done on 
both sides.

3. The collection box is now ready to be attached to the machine body.

STEP 5 : Attaching Collection Box
1. Lift the rear discharge flap and locate the collection box tabs.

2. Hook the collection box on to the tabs and allow the discharge flap to rest on 
top.

Tips & Tricks – Understanding Scarification 

What is Scarification? 
Scarification is the process of removing “Thatch” and other organic garden matter 
from the base layer of your lawn. Thatch is build up of moss, lawn clippings and 
small weeds , that suffocate a lawn from oxygen and retain water.

Benefits of Scarifying
• Prunes Grass roots encouraging growth
• Create better flow of oxygen
• Reduce water logging and water retention
• Allows water and nutrients to reach the roots of the lawn.

Scarifying - Rigid Steel Blade Cartridge
The steel blades are specially designed to remove all unnecessary organic matter 
from a lawn. These blades penetrate the ground ensuring the lawn absorbs 
nutrients better

Raking /Aerating- Spring Tine Cartridge
The rake cartridge is designed to lightly scratch the surface of the ground. This will 
improve the water drainage and aid oxygen absorption by removing 

When to Scarify
It’s best to scarify a lawn when it has time to recover. In the Autumn or Spring 
months is a good time. In these seasons the lawn will see a good amount of 
moisture and sunshine. 
Your lawn will take around 4-6 weeks to recover after being scarified (weather 
dependant). 
DO NOT scarify a lawn in the summer or winter months. The ground will not be able 
to support  a full recovery.

Tips & Tricks – Scarifying & Raking

Lawn Preparation
Before scarification, always ensure the grass is cut 
to a length of around 40mm. This will prevent the 
machine from pulling out healthy grass when 
extracting thatch.

Post Scarification Treatment
After scarifying a lawn, use fertilizer and grass seed to help the lawn recover. The 
lawn will have the tools it needs to become healthier.

Scarifier Cartridge (Rigid Steel Blades)
This cartridge is designed to break the 
built up thatch, and penetrate the 
ground. This helps the lawn breathe, 
allow oxygen and water reach the 
roots.

Lawn Raking
Raking a lawn extracts the Thatch without 
penetrating the ground. This can be seen as a less 
aggressive method used to maintain a healthy 
lawn. You should not rake grass longer than 75mm

Rake Cartridge (Spring Tine 
Cassette)
The Spring Tine Cassette Cartridge is 
design to scratch at the ground of 
the lawn without penetration. This 
will extract the unwanted thatch 
and small weeds.

3. Turn right and proceed towards position 3.

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Operation
Height Adjustment

1. To adjust the height of the HYSC1532E, firstly you need to pull the lever up.

2. Then you pull the lever into your preferred height.

When adjusting the machine height, ensure you set the correct height for the 
cartridge.

Starting
1. To start the machine, you must first press the Power Safety Button (M). The 
machine WILL NOT start if this isn’t pressed.

2. Whilst holding down the Power Safety Button (M) pull the Power Lever (N). When 
pulling the Power Lever (N) the machine will start.

3. The Power Safety Button (M) can be released when the machine turns on.

Stopping
1.To stop the machine, simply release the Power Lever (N).

2. Switch off the power source and unplug the machine.

Changing The Cartridge

1. Remove the bolts on the Cartridge clamp (Q) using the included Hex Key.

2. Lift the cartridge whilst pulling out away from the spindle (R).

3. To replace cartridge, follow the previous step in reverse.

General Maintenance

WARNING : Turn OFF the machine, allow all moving parts to come to a 
complete stop, and disconnect the power cord before maintaining the machine. 
You need to wear proper clothing and protective gloves whenever your hands are 
at risk.
• Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure the machine is in a safe working 

condition.
• Replace worn or damaged parts for safety. Only use manufacturer-

recommended parts and accessories.
• To keep your machine in good working condition, you can use spray lubricating 

oil along the blade, on the top of the blade, and the bottom of the blade.

Transportation
Whenever the machine is to be handled, lifted, transported or tilted, you must:

1. Wear sturdy work gloves.
2. Hold the machine at the points that offer a safe grip.
3. Use an appropriate number of people for the weight of the machine and the 

characteristics of the vehicle or the place where it must be placed or 
collected.

4. During transport, make sure to fasten the machine securely with cables or 
straps.

5. The machine must be transported on a flat surface.
Storage

Keep the machine stored in a dry, level area away from damp, moisture and 
rain fall. Allow the machine to cool down before storing.
• Make sure the machine is clean and dry before storing.
• Make sure the machine is stored away from direct sunlight. Store indoors or in a 

safe, locked protected area during severe weather and winter months.
• Ensure the machine is stored in a position, where any persons cannot step on to 

attempt to reach items up high, due to risk of movement.
• DO NOT store the machine near an ignition source, such as a wood stove, gas 

or electric heater, or an appliance or heater with a pilot light.
• Store the machine out of reach of children or anyone who is not familiar with 

operation.
• DO NOT stack other items on top of the machine when in storage.

Cleaning
Always remove the electric plug from the mains supply before any cleaning is 

undertaken.
• Remove any grass and mud after each use to prevent it from drying. Use a 

clean cloth to remove dirt, grease, etc.
• DO NOT use any water on any part of the main machine.
• Avoid using solvents when cleaning plastic parts. Most plastics are susceptible to 

damage from various types of commercial solvents and may be damaged by 
their use.

• Always ensure that ventilation openings are kept clear of debris.

The Blade
WARNING!

• Never touch a rotating blade.
• The blade should always be sharp and well balanced. At regular intervals, 

check the tightness of all nuts, bolts and screws.
• If the blade hits an obstacle, check for damage and if the machine vibrates 

badly, stop the machine and take it to a service dealer.
• It is best if all interventions on the blade are done at a specialised centre that 

has the special tools and equipment.
